Constitution; 
   
Commending the measures taken by some Member States to regulate human organ 
transplants and their decision to develop a unified legal instrument to regulate these

REQUESTS the Director-General: 
   
 (1)to study, in collaboration with other organizations concerned, the possibility of 
developing appropriate guiding principles for human organ transplants;
