In week 8, 2018, three new AFP cases
were reported from Aweil hub. This brings
the cumulative total for 2018 to 38 AFP
cases.
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The annualized non-Polio AFP (NPAFP)
rate (cases per 100,000 population
children 0-14 years) in 2018 is 3.0 per
100,000 population of children 0-14 years
(target 22 per 100,000 children 0-14
years).

Stool adequacy was 100% in 2018, a rate
that is higher than the target of 280%.

Environmental surveillance ongoing since
May 2017; with 23 samples testing
positive for non-polio enterovirus (NPEV)

Among the IDPs, mortality data was received from Akobo PoC, Bentiu PoC & UN
House PoC in week 8. (Table 6). A total of 13 deaths were reported during the
week. Bentiu PoC reported 10 (77%) deaths in the week. During the week, 5 (39%)
deaths were recorded among children <5 years in (Table 6).

The causes of death during week 8 are shown in Table 6.
