a) EVD SITUATIONAL UPDATE IN UGANDA

e There is NO confirmed EVD case in Uganda.

e Active case search continues in all communities, health facilities and on formal and informal border
crossing in all districts especially in the high-risk ones.

e Alert cases continue to be picked, isolated, treated and blood samples picked for testing by the
Uganda Virus Research Institute (UVRI). The alerts are highlighted in the specific district reports
below under the Surveillance section.

o The WHO coordinator follows-up on pending payments for participants in pervious trainings in
the district.

No unreported or missed case
of EVD detected. Three health workers and 5 community members mentored on EVD. Copies of IEC
distributed to the facility.

Also supervised Kamuga and Rwangara PoEs and visited Village Health Teams (VHTS) in the two
communities. All advised on EVD personal protection and prompt reporting.

Volunteers reminded to be vigilant and to report alert or suspected case to the relevant authorities.
