e There was one EVD alert case that was reported and verified. It was discarded.

e Lack of transport and field allowances for the field team teams.

The surveillance team conducted two community meetings on EVD in Kibiito sub-county and Kyamukube

Town Council. They were attended by 110 people (38 males 51 females 21 children).

They also undertook house- to-house activities and visited 182 households in which they interacted with 625
people (224 males, 274 females and 127) on EVD. They 92 posters and 46 Ebola leaflets.
