Zimbabwe to replace Rwanda in serving on the Executive Board, starting with the 155th
session in May 2024, immediately after the Seventy-seventh World Health Assembly. The
Executive Board will therefore be composed of some Member States of the African Region as
indicated in the table below:

Comoros to replace Ethiopia on the Programme Budget and Administration Committee
(PBAC) as from the 155th session of the Executive Board. The PBAC will therefore be composed
of Comoros and Senegal from the African Region.

Togo to replace Rwanda on the Standing Committee on Health Emergency Prevention,
Preparedness and Response (SCHEPPR) as from the 155th session of the Executive Board. The
SCHEPPR will therefore be composed of Togo and Lesotho from the African Region.
